® Great opportunity to utilize 4th year
students/pediatric student chiefs as
preceptors

o Videos to highlight how much can be
learned through careful observation
(widely applicable PE skill for all
students?

® Build community partnerships with
local daycares, schools, programs for
children

o Engage specialists in teaching specific
exams as a way to both teach key
concepts AND expose students to the
breadth of pediatric specialists.

Identify the curricular needs of your
medical school, and sponsor
pediatricians to teach this content.

e If any elements (e.g. research) are
required, ensure pediatric
representation!
